As per decision of NRC in its 433™ (Volume 2), Final SCN was issued to the institution
on 14/02/2025. The institution has uploaded a reply of Final SCN on 01/03/2025.

The Committee considered the application of the institution and found it still deficient on the
following grounds:

e The institution has uploaded the Building Completion Certificate signed by the Pradhan,
Gram Sabha however, the date of issuance of the same is not mentioned thereon.

The institution has uploaded a Building Plan which is not readable.

The institution has not uploaded any proof that it is a multi-disciplinary institution. The
institution in its reply admitted that institution is not offering any multi-interdisciplinary
programme (s).

Hence, the Committee decided to reject/refuse the application for
B.A.B.Ed./B.Sc.B.Ed. of the institution on the grounds mentioned above under Section
